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BACKGROUND

The Joint Process between the Water Framework Directive and the EU Water Initiative is aimed at
making Mediterranean partners benefit from the principles, approach and experience of the Water
Framework Directive, to improve integrated water resources management in the region. The global
strategy of the Joint Process was endorsed by EU Water Directors in December 2004 as well as the
orientations for implementing the Mediterranean Joint Process.

The Med JP was outlined in September 2004, in Brindisi, Italy, during a workshop on Mediterranean river
basins and first developments started in 2005. The Med JP was presented during the 4 Working group
meeting of the MED-EUWL

At technical level, the Med Joint Process is aimed at fostering exchanges on thematic issues and at
producing specific recommendations related to these themes.

First discussion with Med Water directors will take place in Athens, 23 June 2005, in the framework of
EMWIS meeting.

NEW DEVELOPMENTS

The process of Association agreements between EU and Mediterranean southern countries covers a wide
range of cooperation activities in economic and social areas as well as in justice and home affairs and
environment. The Association agreement aim at gradual approximation of policy, legislation and practice
throughout the region and are therefore instrumental for raising profile of the Environment in the region.
National Action Plans that are being prepared in the context of the European Neighbourhood policy, will
include specific activities including the support for developing and implementing environmental
legislation.

Environmental sub-committees in charge of implementing the Action Plans have already identified
specific issues for cooperation with EU. For example, for water-related issues, in Morocco, groundwater
management was highlighted as a major problem; in Tunisia, saline intrusion in groundwater was also
identified as an issue of interest.

In this framework, the Med Joint Process can play a role in analysing the Mediterranean specificities vis-
a-vis the implementation of the WFD and in identifying the potential difficulties of its application in
neighbouring countries. The requirements for approximation in the Mediterranean countries in the field of
water could be identified through the recommendations that will be produced by the Working groups of
the Med Joint Process.

Beyond the analysis of requirements for approximation, specific instruments will be devoted to support
the convergence of environmental legislation. From 2007 onwards, it will differ according to the status of
the countries: accession® or neighbouring® ones. For the former, pre-adhesion instrument will be available
and for the latter, European Neighbourhood Partnership Instrument.
