	· The Mediterranean region is characterized by a geo-climatic context which is highly punctuated by periods of drought which have highlighted the need for non-conventional water resources, especially under the “reuse” heading, hence the need for appropriate treatment of urban and industrial wastewater.
· The sub-session II will focus on the “highlights” of priority 2 and priority 4.
· A large number of countries in the region have been able to introduce innovative and adapted technologies as well as financial mechanisms based on cost recovery which could be replicated in other countries.

· The aim of this second sub-session, related to two more “technical” priorities, will be to bring two to four commitments based on legislative and financial mechanisms and instruments which could be implemented to achieve the targets established for a set timeframe (2020).
