Themes

The course will focus on the following topics:

· The interaction between the economy and the natural environment: market failure and government intervention

· Economic analysis of the optimal use of natural resources following the basic distinction between renewable and non-renewable resources

· Pollution as an external effect of production and/ or consumption: instruments to internalise the related social costs (standards, taxes, emission permits,....)

· Conflict on natural resources’ use: relative and absolute scarcity – limits to growth (example: land, water)

· Methods to assess the “value” of environmental goods and services for which market prices are incorrect or do not exist 

· Growth sustainability 

· National environmental accounts – National indicators of resource use, environmental quality and sustainability

· Developed and less developed countries’ relation – international treaties.

Course format

The course will consist of lessons, field visits, group-learning activities and case studies.

Lessons will cover 30 hours over a week.

Eligibility

This Course is aimed at university researchers, graduate students, decision makers, technologists and professionals working in public authorities as well as in private companies, who have to deal with the great variety of issues  addressed by the discipline known as Environmental Economics. The course intends to provide scholars/ researchers with the basic theoretical background to continue their studies in the field;  at the same time it offers to practitioners and decision makers the necessary knowledge of the instruments now available to protect the environment and to make growth sustainable.

Venue

The Course will be held at Regional Training Center Cagliari, Sardinia, Italy.

Description

Starting from both the interaction between  the biophysical laws and the economics of natural resources and the actual “facts” of recent human being history, such as the industrial revolution, the exponential growth of Gross Domestic Product  and of population, the course has two purposes. On one hand, it aims at investigating how our production and consumption models affect the quantity and quality of natural resources availability and on the other, how optimal design of government interventions can improve environmental quality and natural resource management  for the present and future generations.

Expected output
· increased awareness of the “natural limits” to growth

· increased attention on technical progress: the role it plays for growth, how it can be measured, how it evolves

· information diffusion about costs and benefits of pollution control

· skills enhancing for people working in government bodies/ authorities in managing environmental issues ( “disaster”)

· providing the basic economic knowledge necessary for the stipulation, implementation and enforcement of international treaties

· preparing for possible growing conflicts on natural resources

· providing actual methods of calculating costs and benefits of social actions and of “valuing” environmental services.

Specific issues and case studies will include:

The best use of natural resources: focus on air, water, forests, fish;

Method of assessment, including costs-benefits analysis;

Priorities: shortage in agricultural land, highly vulnerable natural and socio-economic environment, mining sites, environmental impact and recovery;

Renewable energy and investment incentives: the case of solar panel installation;

Water pricing and the true value of water (case studies);

- 
Mineral extraction costs and mineral  prices, exploration and discovery (case studies).
